The Lynchburg Humane Society is excited to announce our new long-range plan in conjunction with the start of our Annual Fund Campaign.  For over fifty years, the Lynchburg Humane Society has operated as a private, open-admission, non-profit organization caring for the area's lost and abandoned animals.  Last year almost 3,000 animals came to us in need.  We ask that the community continue to support our life-saving efforts as we move towards our new goal for the future:
Primary Long Range Goal: By 2015 all save-able animals sheltered by the 

Lynchburg Humane Society will be given the medical and behavioral treatment they need to be placed in caring homes. 

With active community support we believe this goal can be achieved before 2015.  Recently instituted programs (e.g. foster care, creative housing, and medical care) have led to a reduction of the organization’s euthanasia rate by 66% when compared with statistics of the same period in 2008. In short, this means 372 lives were saved.

The Board of Directors has established the following goals to support its focus on saving lives:

Placement: Increase adoptions by 10% per year for the next five (5) years and increase the rate of return of lost pets.

Shelter: Research the feasibility of building a new shelter to improve the environment for the housed animals and create an atmosphere that is conducive to saving more lives.

Spay/Neuter: Develop a feral cat plan and a targeted spay/neuter plan to reduce the number of unwanted pets in our community.

The Lynchburg Humane Society receives no federal or state funding.  We do receive 27% of our total operating budget from the city of Lynchburg for providing their pound services, but that hardly covers our needs. We could not operate without private donations.  To continue to meet our existing commitments and to move aggressively to meet our new goals will require a re-dedication from our community to help save the animals that find themselves in our care.

With the support of our community, we can do better.  We are your humane society, Lynchburg.  With your support we will make a difference.
